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The objective of this assignment is to investigate how you can use different media to create line 
and how that media interacts with the surface you draw upon. 
 
Take a reproduction of an Albrecht Durer drawing and make a 
1 inch x 1 inch grid on the reproduction using a ruler.  Then 
section off the drawing into 9 sections (3 sections by 3 
sections).  Draw a heavier pencil line around the 9 sections on 
your photocopy. 
  
If the reproduction is 8 ½  x 11 inches, you will double the 
size for your final drawing.  Your background paper will be 17 
x 22 inches.  You will be enlarging the reproduction and using 
the grid to help you transfer the drawing to your own paper.   
 
For each of the nine sections, you will choose different media 
and different paper to draw on.  You must cut the paper samples to fit each of the nine sections 
and glue them to your background paper. Use rubber cement or PVA glue that will not cause 
your paper to buckle.

·  Pastel paper 
·  Wax paper (you can scratch into it) 
·  Crumpled brown paper bags 
·  Drawing paper 
·  Other  
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·  Black Ballpoint Pen 
·  Calligraphy Pen 
·  Brush Pen

·  Charcoal or Wet Charcoal (spray it) 
·  Oil Pastel 
·  Pastel

The drawing must be in black and white.  Do not use colored media.  You may glue the nine 
sections onto your background paper before you draw on them, or after.  It is your choice, but 
remember, the overall drawing must be continuous and cohesive.
